
STATUTES OF


FEDERATION OF INTERNATIONAL BANDY 

(FIB)

FIB was founded on February the 12th, 1955 by:

The Finnish Bandy Federation (The Finnish Ball Association)

The Norwegian Bandy Association

The Russian Bandy Federation (The Soviet Union Bandy Ass.)

The Swedish Bandy Association

The name was from 1957 “The International Bandy Federation”

At the Congress in Budapest/Hungary in 2001 the name was changed to “Federation of Internaional Bandy” according the a request from IOC the same year, with reference to our approval as “recognized sport”. The acronym IBF was occupied.

1.
Name

The organization, referred to in these articles of association, is called Federation of International Bandy (FIB). The official language is English.

2.
Purposes

The purposes of FIB are:

2.1  
FIB in its actvities completely shares and keeps in practice the principles and


articles of the Olympic Charter including the policy with regard to anti-doping 


controls. FIB rules this according to the  Wada-code.
2.2
to promote an overall development of the bandy- and the rink-bandy sports within the member countries and to carry on propaganda for the sports' importance and advantages; and to work for it to become an olympic sport.

2.3
FIB is independent autonomic mainsports organisation which mainly is 
governing bandy activities all over the world

2.4
to lead and to supervise the bandy and rink-bandy sports all over the world and to settle the rules for the games;

2.5
to entrust a national member association with the arrangement  of an official world championship (WCS).  At least 4 nations must participate.

2.6 to promote the introduction and the membership of new nations to FIB

3.
Constitution and membership

3.1
Associated with FIB are national organizations, associations or bodies carrying on the bandy and/or rink bandy sports and having duly approved the articles of FIB.

3.2
Each country can only be represented in FIB by one national organization.

3.3
All organizations, being members of FIB do have to approve each other as being the leading organization in respective country.

3.4
The FIB Board has to decide about the acceptance of an organization as a member of FIB. The final decision is to be set by the Congress.

3.5
An organization, desiring to be a member of FIB, has to send in a written application together with its articles of association and rules for the game. It is also to be clearly stated whether the application refers to bandy or rink-bandy (bandy member/rink bandy member) (bandy covers both - rink is only rink). 


The organization applying for membership should also hand in a written declaration that they will in every respect comply with the rules and regulations of FIB.

3.6
An organization that has applied for membership of FIB will be accepted as a member as soon as the FIB Board has proved the application. On the other hand it will not have voting right until the Congress has confirmed the decision made by the FIB Board. Both bandy - and rink-bandy member have the right to vote.

3.7
An organization being member of FIB can be excluded from the Federation should it not comply with the rules and regulations of FIB. Decision about such an exclusion is to be made by the Congress with 2/3 of the voting majority.

3.8
Any discrimination because of race, religions, sex or political opinion of an FIB member is prohibited.

4.  
The Congress

4.1
The Congress is the supreme decision-making organ of FIB.

4.2
Subordinated to the Congress is a Board. Under the supervision of the Board are the Executive Committee (EC) and a Technical Committee (TC), a Rules and Referee Committee (RRC), a Development Committe ( who is subordinated to the EC ),and a Women´s Committe. The Congress may appoint further committees if it so wishes. No committee should have no less than three members and not more than five members.

4.3  The Congress 
-   every second year in August at the latest
-   have the activity-year from July 1 until June 30

-   present a financial result and a budget every year
-   election should be as follows :

· President elected every 4 th year

· One vice president elected for two years 

· Chairman of TC for two years

· Chairman of RRC for two  years

· Chairman of Womens Committe for two years 

· Chairman of Development Committe for two years

· Secretary General for two years.

    If the Congress is arranged in Canada or USA - FIB will contribute as follows:


Holland, Hungary and Kazakhstan will recieve USD 1.000 each to cover


travelling costs.

     If the Congress is arranged in Europe - FIB will contribute as follows:


USA and Canada will recieve USD 1.000 each and Holland, Kazakhstan and


Hungary will recieve each USD 500 to cover travelling costs (exept the host 


of the Congress it this is arranged in one of these three countries).

      The host country will cover the accommodation for one delegate from each

      nation.

b) 
meets at latest every second year in connection with the World Championship (WCS) for bandy. At the request of at least half of the members of FIB or if so decided by the Board, an Extra Congress may be convened.

c)
Each member country has one vote at the Congress. All decisions are taken by bare majority if not otherwise stated in these articles of association. When the voting is even, the proposal is sent back to the Board.

d)
As Chairman of the Congress acts the President of FIB. In his absence the Congress is chaired by one of the  Vice President or in his absence any nominated of the Vice Presidents. Minutes keeper is the Secretary General or in his absence any person nominated by the President.

e)
Notice convening an Ordinary Congress shall be dispatched by mail 60 days before the meeting date. Extra Ordinary Congress notice has to be sent by mail 30 days before the meeting date. A member having a suggestion to be presented at the Congress has to hand in such a proposal to the Secr.General of FIB 60 (30) days before the meeting of the Congress. The SG of FIB has to remit the suggestion to all member organizations not later than 14 days before the Congress.

f)
The Agenda at the Congress:

If the SG is not a President of the Board of a National  Association the home 
country may appoint the National President to the Board. 


The number of Board members are equal to the number of bandy-and 
rinkbandymembercountries in FIB.

13. Other items




All travelling- and lodging costs referring to delegates  participating at the Congress, the Board- and/or Committee meetings are to be paid by respective national member organization. The travelling expenses within the country are to be paid by the hosts.



Accomodation for 1 repr. from each country is to be paid for by the host org. for 2 nights. (see guidelines for hosting a Congress)


5.
The FIB Board

5.1
The FIB Board consists of members according to article 4:3 - 12 b. The minutes are kept by the SG. By lawful excuse for non-attendance another minutes keeper may be appointed. The minutes are to be sent to the member organizations not later than one month after the Meeting.

5.2
If a member resigns from the FIB Board this member organization has to appoint a new representative.

5.3
The Board meets at least once (1) a year.

5.4
Notice convening a Board Meeting shall be dispatched at  


least 30 days before the meeting date. The items to be 


dealt with shall appear in the notice.


5.5
The EC leads the activity of FIB during the Congress intervals. It prepares the agenda for the Congress.

5.6
The Board drafts and decides on programs for international contests.

5.7
The Board examines and present to the Congress proposals made by the Committees.

5.8
The decisions are taken by the Board by bare majority. When the voting is even the proposal is sent back to the committee.

5.9
Another task of the Board is to distribute signs of merit according to article 14:2.

6.
The Secretary general (SG)


The SG has to attend all meetings (if possible) 


His duties are:

6.1
to act as a contact with organizations being members of FIB, with other national and international organizations, with the Board members, with members of the Committees of FIB and with other persons according to the decisions or directions set by the Congress or the President,

6.2
to prepare Congresses and Meetings with the Board,

6.3
to type out and to be responsible for all Minutes,

6.4
to be responsible for FIBs financial activities,

6.5
to lead and supervise the work at FIBs office, to take care of the archives and documents,

6.6 to act as an intermediary in connection with the exchange of information between the FIB Board and the Committees.

7.
Auditing


The accounts of FIB shall be examined by the auditors. The auditors shall present a written report to the Congress.

8.
The Technical Committee (TC)

8.1
The duties of TC are:


- to arrange a compulsory training conference every two

       
  years in consultation with selected nation,


- to coordinate instruction questions through an

       
  increased exchange and training of instructors on

       
  national team as well as on club level,


- to coordinate instruction material (literature, movies

       
  etc.)


- to coordinate material and equipment, try to improve

       
  the protection of the players by proposing better

       
  equipment and by imposing the obligatory use of certain

       
  materials,


- to coordinate questions referring to sport grounds,

       
  such as standards for the rinks, lighting and sports

       
  arenas offering a friendly atmosphere to the spectators

       
  and to submit to the Congress measures to be taken,


- to cooperate with the Rules and Referee Committee and

       
  to present proposals that facilitate the development of

       
  the bandy sport.

8.2
On August the 15th, at the latest, TC has to present its annual report to FIB and to give recommendations for its activities for the next working year.

8.3
TC has to report continuously to FIB regarding its activities (to be sent to the Secr. Gen.).

9.
The Rules and Referee Committee (RRC)

9.1
RRC is responsible for the revision of the international rules for the games in cooperation with TC. RRC has the sovereignty when it comes to the interpretation of the rules.

9.2
Proposals regarding change of the rules are submitted by RRC to the Board/Congress. A proposal referring to changes of the rules is to be communicated to all member organizations, the Secr.Gen. and the Chairman of RRC not later than two (2) months before the Congress at whichtime the proposal is to be dealt with.

9.3
Each member organization performing the bandy and/or rinkbandy sport is under the obligation to propose once a year, no later than on October 10, a minimum of six and a maximum of ten referees to become FIB-referees.


The proposals are to be sent to the Chairman of RRC and the Secr. Gen. Always after an international contest to pass judgement on the referees (International matches and European Cup matches) on special forms intended for that purpose. The judgement is to be sent immediately to the Chairman of RRC.

9.4
The duties of RRC are:


- to approve/reject the referees proposed by the member 


  organizations, 


- to keep a register over international referees, 


- to check the way in which the international referees

       
  fulfil their tasks, 


- to assemble the international referees to training


  courses, 


- to review the rules together with the elected referees

       
  in connection with a World Championship and also on

       
  other occasions when international referees from

       
  different member organizations are present, 


- to coordinate the instruction material (literature,

       
  movies, film strips etc.) for training of referees

       
  within the member organizations, 


- to register all duly approved changes of the rules.  It is under the obligation 
  of the Chairman of RRC to see to it that one copy of all duly approved 
 
  changes of  the rules are filed and that up-to-date rules, approved

       
  by the FIB Congress, are available.

9.5
On August the 15th, at the latest, RRC has to present to the President its annual report and recommendations for its activities for the next working year.

9.6
RRC has to report continuously to the Secr. Gen. about its activities.

10.
Women´s committee
10.1 The duties of a Women´s Committe are:

- to improve the number of countries in fullbandy for women


- to improve the number of women taking part in FIB

- to arrange a compulsory training conference every

       
  second year in consultation with the selected nation,

 
- to coordinate instruction questions through an

       
  increased exchange and training of instructors on

       
  national team as well as on club level,


- to coordinate instruction material (literature, movies,  etc.)


- to coordinate material and equipment, try to improve

10.2
On august the 15th, at the latest, Women Committe has to present to the President its annual report and recommendations for its activities for next working year.

10.3
Women Committe has to report continuously to FIB regarding its activities (to be sent to the Secr.Gen.).

11.
Financial standing

11.1
The financial year is from July the 1st to June the 30th.

11.2 
Each organization, being a member of FIB, has to pay an annual fee decided 
by the Ordinary Congress. The fee is to be paid at the beginning of the 
financial year, but  not later than at the end of July.


A nation participating in the WCS (bandy) has to be a bandymember.


A nation can be only a rink-member, and have all the rights. 

12.
The closing of FIB

12.1
Decision about the closing of FIB can only be taken at a Congress, convened for that aim and with at least 2/3 of the voting majority of the member organizations being present.

12.2
The assets of FIB, if any, are to be distributed according to member fees duly decided and paid.

13.
FIBs flag, pennant and badge

13.1
Each member country has to buy an FIB-flag from the FIB-office, to be hoisted, in connection with all official FIB-matches and contests.

13.2
The pennant of FIB may be handed over to organizers of official contests and local authorities, to districts where international contests take place.

13.3
The official badge of FIB may be handed over together with an identity card to members of the Board, the Committees and the Auditor. The identity card entitles to


free entrance to all bandy and/or rinkbandy contests, arranged by a member organization or an organizer subordinated same.

14.
Mark of honour

14.1
The Congress may appoint members of honour of FIB.

14.2
The Board may distribute signs of merit, and gold medal

 
for merit to individuals or clubs who have made a

 
significant contribution to the bandy sport.

14.3
A referee participating in four WCS or more is given a gold medal.

14.4
The president may as sign of gratitude distribute the FIB badge to people active within the bandy sport.

15.
Bandy is an amateur sport

16.
Advertising


FIB has all advertising-rights at World Championship Tournaments. The arena advertising can be bought by the arranging country for the sum decided by the previous Congress. FIB has all rights to the dress-advertising and it might be sold to the arranging country. Each team may, in broadcasted matches, wear trademarks from the producer of the equipment according to actual EBU-regulations (at present 15 sq. cm) FIB is responsible for the negotiations with television authorities.

FIB Tournaments


The FIB has all the rights to arrange tournaments both in bandy and rink-bandy such as:

FIB can also authorize other tournaments. The sanction fees are decided by the Congress concerning WCS, EC, World Cups, ECS and Russian Government Cup and by the EC concerning other tournaments.


To every FIB authorized tournament the organisations have to cover accomodation - and travelling costs (from the Capitall) for two persons  from the FIB ( one from RRC).

FIB statutes/regulations


The FIB statues and regulations include all other matches and tournaments.

	19.   Changed Citizienship

Int. Representation is based on sanctioned citizenship in the new country.

Only one transer is allowed during active career.
C.
The official application for changed citizenship must be sent to the FIB/EC


at the latest July 1st.


(The FIB/EC can make an exception from this date under special circumstances, force majeure etc.)/
